Today the whole world is facing a
situation of terror due to
CoronaVirus. The situation has
become very serious in India too.
Due to this, the Government of
India decided to lockdown the
whole country for 21 days from
March 24, and all public and private
modes of traffic were also banned.
A large section of laborers were left
with no place to live in the city.They
were forced to migrate to their
respective villages. Thousands of
people have walked hundreds of
kilometers on foot. 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

One effective way to avoid the corona virus

is to use masks. Masks are easily available in

cities. But buying masks is a challenge for

the village dwellers and laborers. Due to the

increasing demand for masks, there is a

huge shortage of masks in the market as

well. Keeping these in mind, more than

1000 masks were made and distributed in

some villages of the Katni district   by Ekta

Parishad and Manav Jeevan Vikas Samiti

(MJVS) Katni, starting from 27-3-2020 to 5-

4-2020. People were appealed to stay at

home as much as possible and were also

motivated to ensure their own personal

sanitation.

Mask manufacturing and distribution
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Women, men, senior citizens and children are all walking with their luggage on their shoulders. They neither
have a place to rest nor anything to eat. So, many people are coming forward to help them. Ekta Parishad and
the team of  MJVS are continuously engaged in service work in Katni district.



Distribution of Food Packets :

These migrating people are coming from a long

way. Shops are also closed due to lock down and

they are facing financial constraints. Some

laborers are coming all the way from Kanpur from

Katni and many have been carrying their luggage

for several weeks now. In such a situation, there

is no such facility to provide them at least two

meals a day. In such a situation 70 packets of

vegetable-puris were provided to these people

through Ekta Parishad and MJVS. People passing

through Barwara, Mazhagawan, Badri, Bijouri,

Juhla Bypass, Nanhwara Kalan Road were

provided shelter to relax and food packets.

Ration packets with basic materials like rice and

daal were also provided to them which would

suffice their need for 10-15 days ahead.
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Quarantine Center for the walkers of Jai Jagat 2020 Yatra:

The outbreak of Corona virus also overshadowed the Jai Jagat Yatra. It is known that Jai Jagat
2020 was an international peace walk, in which a total of 50 walkers from all over the world
started their march from Delhi Rajghat on 2 October 2019, and were supposed to reach Geneva
Switzerland on foot crossing 11 countries in September 2020. But due to the outspread of Corona
virus, these marchers had to return to India from the country of Armenia and the march had to be
suspended for some time. The 7 marchers of the yatra have completed their 14-day quarantine
period by staying close to nature at the MJVS campus and now all these marchers are also
supporting MJVS and Ekta Parishad in social service activities.
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Ghanshyam Prasad, the block coordinator of
MJVS in Damoh district, and his associates took
up the responsibility to spread awareness in 13
villages by visiting  various neighborhoods on
how to evade the corona . Around 1400 masks
were distributed in Pateria Mal, Murari, Gohata,
Jhal Bagdi and other villages. Most of the Gond
tribal communities live in these villages. Special
attention was paid to spread awareness about
corona in these marginalised communities. The
importance of Cleanliness and social distancing
were also explained to them.
